
 

 

John 3:16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth 
in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 
 
This scripture is often quoted by many, yet the understanding of it has never been correctly taught. 2nd 
Corinthians 2:17 “For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of sincerity, but as 
of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ.”  You might have been led to believe the lie that God 
loves all nations with this scripture, but such doctrine is a contradiction to the whole Bible! 
 
The word world was used in this scripture to describe a specific group (please read, Hebrews 1:2), to 
prove this let’s read John 17:9 “I pray for them: I pray NOT for the WORLD, but for them which 
thou hast given me; for they are thine.”  Would Christ contradict his own words? NO!  Then who is 
this world that Christ prays for and God Loves? 
 
Isaiah 45:17 “But Israel shall be saved in the LORD with an everlasting salvation: ye shall not be 
ashamed nor confounded WORLD without end.” 
 
John 18:20 “Jesus answered him, I spake openly to the WORLD; I ever taught in the synagogue, and 
in the temple, whither the JEWS always resort; and in secret have I said nothing.” Clearly Christ is 
teaching us who is the world he came to give everlasting life for if they believed in him; it’s the nation 
of Israel (the so called Blacks, Hispanics and Native Americans).  You might be saying to yourself but 
it says “whosoever believeth” and I know that God is all love. 
 
Joel 2:32 “And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be 
delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the 
remnant whom the LORD shall call.”
